To evidence income, the WEA must receive evidence of the learner’s gross annual wages.
This could be a wage slip or a UC statement within 3 months of the learner’s learning start
date, or a current employment contract which states gross monthly/annual wages.

In addition to the above, learners pursuing qualification at or below Level 2 are eligible for
funding only if the qualification being pursued has not been achieved before.

To be eligible for free funding for a Level 3 course it must be the learner’s first full Level 3
and they must not have achieved a Level 3 qualification (or higher) in the past.

Where the learner doesn’t meet the criteria for a funded course,



Principles for fee setting for Tailored Learning provision:
e Course fees are set at the *hourly rate multiplied by the number of course hours.
Any additional costs associated with the course must be specified (i.e., materials

that the learners need to purchase and bring to the course) and clearly
communicated to learners prior to enrolment.

e Courses which are charged at a rate higher than the standard regional hourly rate
(i.e., courses which have additional cost requirements, e.g. arts equipment) must

be publicised as such.

» All fee-paying learners must be charged the minimum hourly rate set by the region.

Late joiners

The full course fee is payable by late joiners, except where a place was unavailable to a
learner at the course start date due to circumstances solely and exclusively within the
WEA's control. In this case a pro-rata fee is payable based on the remaining course hours
at the learner’s joining date

Places for carers accompanying learners

Carers accompanying learners attend courses in a carer capacity not a learner one. Carers
must not be asked to complete an enrolment form, included in the course register, counted
in course learner numbers, or charged a course fee.
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
